And he found
a Jew named Aquila, a native of Pontus, having recently come from Italy with his
wife Priscilla, because Claudius ordered all Jews to leave Rome.

Acts 18.18 Paul, having remained many days longer, took leave of the brethren
and put out to sea for Syria, and with him were Priscilla and Aquila.
